200.  DECLARATIONS  OF  INTEREST
        Cllr Compton declared an interest in planning application S/15/0414 as a neighbour of the 

        site and applicant.
201.  NEIGHBOURHOOD  PLAN  UPDATE
         Cllr Jankinson welcomed Martin Jones of the NP Steering Group and invited him to address 

         the meeting.
         Mr Jones explained the background to the Plan, its purpose, process and progress to date.  

         Professional help was provided by Planning Aid; results of questionnaires had formed bases of 

         draft policies; National Planning Policy Framework and Local Plan were taken into 
         account. The group met weekly on Thursdays at the Village Hall and new members were 

         welcomed.  Important scenic views from the village would be a part of the Plan and the public 

         were invited to nominate particular views.
202.  BUS  SERVICES  UPDATE
          It was disappointing that there was still no information from SBC on the additional service 

          for Blunsdon village.  SBCllr Weisinger had been chasing up but unfortunately nothing to 

          report.
The meeting was taken into Recess and members of the public spoke about approved development in Conservation Area, Kingsdown Lane road surface, flooding issues and need for grass re-seeding following RCD works.

8 members of public left the meeting.

203.  MINUTES  OF  THE  TWENTY-FIRST  ORDINARY  MEETING
Proposed by Cllr Boyd, seconded by Cllr Ainscow, all agreed, that they be accepted as a 

true record.
204.  MATTERS  ARISING  FROM  THE  MINUTES

a) Tadpole Garden Village Community Mobiliser - apparently the post was not yet filled; there was no date for the meeting with Preim.
b) Blunsdon Hill street light – still flashing.
c) Redhouse Residents Association – agm had been postponed.
d) Blunsdon Surgery parking – pre application consultation with SBC resulted in advice that proposal would not be considered favourably due to highway safety concerns. Cllr Boyd pointed out that this matter had been pursued following representations from patients and neighbours of the Surgery; Cllr Boyd proposed, Cllr Ainscow seconded, all agreed, not to submit formal application. It  was agreed that provision of adequate medical facilities would be vital in Kingsdown development. 
e) Speedwatch – Ermin Street check had recorded one driver travelling at 50mph; further checks to take place over next few weeks.
f)    Village Hall – flat roof works partly done, coping stones awaited; contractor had not found any evidence of leak on water system and Thames Water informed.
g) Recreation Ground  proposals – no further information.
h)  Village Magazine - a grant of £1,200 had given by the Thomas Freke and Lady Norton Charity.
i)    S/OUT/14/1304 – the agent had advised site could be considered for next Local Plan, and had again requested meeting with PC to discuss requirements to secure support.  Cllrs agreed not to meet.

j)    LDOs consultation – Cllrs agreed to support joint letter from Parishes opposing introduction of LDO which would remove need for planning applications for solar parks at named sites.

k) Tadpole Garden Village – dog bins installation and emptying to be discussed with Preim.

l)   SBC Planning Committee – SBCllr Lovell had acknowledged email from Cllr Jankinson, matter being pursued.
m)  Finance – Cllrs agreed to sign cheque to HMRC payment in advance of next meeting to avoid possible charges.
n) Chapel Farm tour – Cllrs were reminded of the visit on the following day.

o) Redhouse Community Centre – Cllr Jankinson and the Clerk had attended a meeting with SBC Locality and property officers, SBCllrs Friend and Tomlinson were also present. Information provided on bidding process, deadline 1st June, early years provider appointed to have use of part of building throughout day, year round if required. 
p) Diamond Jubilee Park – adoption by SBC queried and Clerk to confirm.  Provision of allotments at the site to be pursued when possible.

q) Redhouse traffic – Matthew Homes site not signed well for construction traffic; Clerk to contact office.

        Localities  to be restructured provisionally at end of May: no locality leads but new roles – 

        community programme leads 80%, supporting Ward members 20%;

        Local Development Orders -  David  Dewart advised he would take late responses, to go to 

        Planning Cttee on 9th June; updated info to be sent; Neighbourhood Plans adopted before 

        adoption of LDO would have precedent;
        Forward Planning - Local Plan 2026 was adopted 26th  March;  work on 2026 Plan had begun 

        and SBC working with Wilts Council as looking to go west of town; consultation in Summer;

210.   PLAY  AREA  TRANSFERS  -  UPDATE
             The Clerk reported that the sum of £65,000 would be transferred from SBC; Lease not 
         finalised as yet so Tenancy at Will from 1st April signed; on a trial basis Paul Schofield was   

         visiting each site twice weekly (in accordance with SBC requirements) carrying out litter 
         picking and equipment checks, quote also received for this from All Build; Came and Co had 
         quoted additional annual insurance premium of £2,187.84 to add all cover all 10 sites for 

         damage, public liability already included in policy,  Cllrs agreed not to insure this year; 

         signs stating PC contact details had been ordered for the sites.
211.   PARISH  MATTERS
a)  Cllr Boyd advised that Cemetery compost area should now be closed for public use.  Agreed and Clerk to put up notices.
b) Cllr Boyd reported that he would attend Internation Air Tattoo briefing on 7th June but suggested another Cllr went along with him; no volunteers.
c) Cllr Boyd advised the Village Garden Club was planning a litter pick.  Clerk to make contact to arrange loan of equipment from SBC.
d) Cllr Jankinson suggested weekly Library be opened fortnightly in view of low attendance.  Agreed and Clerk to contact all volunteers with revised timetable.
e) Cllr Jankinson suggested working party should be formed to prepare Redhouse Community Centre bid for lease; no volunteers, Cllrs discussed matter at length and vote taken on whether to make bid:  4 in favour, 3 against (to be ratified at next meeting).
f) Date for 2015 APA agreed as 29th May, 7pm at the Village Hall.
