214.  MINUTES  OF  THE  TWENTY-FIRST  ORDINARY  MEETING

215.   MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES     
  
a) Bus services – Thamesdown Transport had published new service in advance of agreed funding from SBC; to be considered at June Cabinet meeting
b) S/14/0950, Orchard House – as requested in Recess, Cllr Compton confirmed that when he attended the SBC Planning Cttee representing the PC to speak in opposition to three applications, he was advised by SBC officer not to speak on this particular application as he had declared an interest when it was considered at PC meeting.
c) Tadpole Garden Village Community Mobiliser – no news received.
d) Blunsdon Hill street light – still flashing and Clerk to chase up with Streetsmart.
e) Village Hall roof – still not completed and Cllrs agreed Clerk to write to James Gough with deadline of two weeks to finish or work to be taken elsewhere with costs deducted from his payment.
f) Recreation Ground – report now received from IOG, this included recommendations for one off and ongoing annual maintenance works.  Clerk to obtain quote and arrange meeting of Rec Areas Cttee to discuss with club representatives.
g) Village Magazine grants – acknowledged by Cttee in May edition.
h) SBC Planning Cttee – Stephen Taylor to arrange and host meeting for Cllr Jankinson and SBCllr Tomlinson.
i) Chapel Farm tour – PCllrs that attended were impressed with site, all cells now capped, bee sanctuary being planned.
j) Redhouse Community Centre – Cllrs Jankinson, Boyd, James and Kilby and the Clerk had visited the site; though the building was well constructed it was not particularly practical for use as community centre; kitchens were well equipped; there were ongoing problems with boiler and external doors not very secure; ventilation may be required; Facebook entry had resulted in considerable interest from potential users; Link Magazine could include questionnaire if required; outline of bid and financial projections prepared; online booking and invoicing system could be used; management system suggested as advisory group of user representatives, then managing cttee of reps of PC, BCllrs and RCC manager, reporting to Parish Council.
k) Allotments – Diamond Jubilee Park adopted by SBC and play area to be transferred to PC in next tranche of sites; Clerk following up possible use of former development compound off Eastbury Way.
l) Matthew Homes – Clerk had spoken to site office requesting additional signage for contractors.
m) Isambard Way – resurfacing completed but pavements still to be done; traffic priority had changed.
n) Pre application consultation re Old Calf Barns – agent to attend PC meeting on 1st June.
o) Litter bins – two installed on path between Brook Park and Oakhurst Way.

p) Eight2O – Cllr Jankinson had attended presentation: Thames Water were no longer permitted to take water from River Kennet at Axford; pipeline being installed from Blunsdon to Chiseldon.
q) Bios Van request for funding – Cllrs unanimously agreed to grant of £1,500 now and further sum if service could be provided in Blunsdon village.

r) Play Areas – report and quotes received from Vita Play for rhino-scrub, surface and other repairs at all sites, new skimmed surface at Brook Park, additional equipment at Standen Way. Cllrs agreed to accept clean of all sites other than Standen Way, total £23,134.02, accept black surfacing with coloured inserts at Brook Park, £20,174; defer new equipment at Standen Way until later in the year.  Brook Park surface had been subjected to considerable damage over last couple of weeks and Clerk had requested Police visit whenever possible; Cllr Compton to raise as priority at next NTG meeting.
s) Cemetery compost area – signs erected to deter further deposits.

t) APA – committee reports to be submitted to Clerk in advance of the meeting.
