29.  DECLARATIONS  OF  INTEREST
        Cllr Compton declared an interest in planning application S/15/0810 as his son was buying a 

        property on the development.
The meeting was taken into Recess and members of the public raised matters as follows:  

a)  Chair of Village Gardening Club was applying for SBC grants to assist with provision of features to front of Village Hall (no grant available for troughs as PC had already paid for them), Berton Close corner, and High Street/Ermin Street corner; S.142 Licence would be needed from SBC for cultivation of verge; Club working party would maintain areas;

b) unofficial “park and ride” at top of Turnpike Road caused traffic problems at junction; (Clerk to be raise with SBC and Police)
c) works to strengthen bank near Deacon’s Court had still not been carried out despite being approved by SBC in March; dog fouling on bank; white lines still not reinstated at bottom of Chapel Hill; Hunts Hill/High Street junction was dangerous due to cars parking at top of Hill; (Clerk to contact SBC again)
d) how did PC assess pre-application approaches (each case considered in isolation and pros and cons taken into account – no decision made until full application seen).
All members of the public left the meeting.

30.  MINUTES  OF  THE  SECOND  ORDINARY  MEETING
Proposed by Cllr Compton, seconded by Cllr Boyd, all agreed, that they be accepted as a 

true record.
31.  MATTERS  ARISING  FROM  THE  MINUTES

a) Proposed Turnpike Road development– letter received from Kingsdown Lane resident and query answered in Recess; email from Turnpike Road residents concerned at increasing commercial vehicles using the road and residential use would be an improvement.
b) Bus services – SBC officer awaiting clearance to implement decision.
c) Village Hall roof – issues resolved and further inspection to be carried out.
d) Play Areas -  Brook Park now completed and big improvement; email from resident regarding Standen Way site – quote for repairs awaited;  Eastbury Park – bench damaged and similar replacement quoted at £950+,  Cllrs agreed this was too expensive and Clerk to request cheaper alternative; Insp Ducker had responded to SBCllr McCracken’s email regarding vandalism suggesting PCs should report problems rather than multiple reports from the public – this was questioned.
e) Footpath 23 - still no response from SBC officer and Clerk raising with senior manager.

f)    Redhouse Village Centre – meeting to be arranged with Isambard School head and PCSO Mandi Coles to discuss possibility of School Council taking on community aspect rather than just School activities. 

g) Preim meeting – info on control and booking of pitches and allotments to be ascertained.
h)  St Andrew’s Ridge Village Centre – Sarah Screen had confirmed there was no identified S.106 funding for works at the privately owned site.
i)   Village Hall sound system – revised quote of £1,446.75 + trolley cost received from Burdens, this was for basic equipment and Cllr Jankinson had suggested an alternative amplifier.  He was also seeking advice from a sound engineer.
j)    Recreation Ground – meeting held with Cricket Club rep and contractor and various issues resolved.  Some ground maintenance works carried out and weedkilling still to be done.  It had been noted that a junior Blunsdon FC team was training on Saturday mornings, no permission had been sought; this should cease immediately and Clerk to contact Club. 
k) Village Hall flooring quotes:  Exquisite Woods £8,900 + VAT,  A and S Flooring £7,332 + VAT, Swindon Flooring - £7,892 + VAT;  £9,000 in  budget.  Cllrs considered details of each quote, Exquisite Woods had previously done excellent work on wood floor in small hall.  Cllr Boyd proposed, Cllr Ainscow seconded, all agreed to accept Exquisite Woods and Clerk to arrange works for October holiday.

l)    Parish boundary changes – at RCC meeting at SBC, SBCllr Tomlinson had stated this would happen within 18 months. 

m) Stadium area developments – info received on permitted working times for each site.
n)  Dog bins – Cllr James suggested additional bin required at Diamond Jubilee Park.
o)  Land Registry application – charge would be £40.  Cllr Boyd considering.
p) Brook Park damage – broken plywood was found at plinth.
