72.    DECLARATIONS  OF  INTEREST

73.  MINUTES  OF  THE  FIFTH  ORDINARY  MEETING

         Proposed by Cllr Compton, seconded by Cllr Boyd, all agreed, that they be accepted as a true record.
74.   MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES     
  
a) Grass cutting – Cllr Ainscow advised it had been six weeks since village areas had been cut; SBC part of hedge on School path required cutting back; Clerk to contact SBC.  Clerk to remind Mr Schofield of request for quote to cut Recreation Ground hedge.
b) Redhouse Residents Association – no information on meeting date as yet.
c) Turnpike Road junction parking – there were 12 cars parked there that day.
d) Play Areas – Buscot Close swing seat and Eastbury Park seat to be replaced later that week.
e) Recreation Ground – MJ Abbotts to visit site on 2nd September, 10am.
f) Redhouse Community Centre – delays at SBC and Lease unlikely to be signed before end of August. Ofsted inspection for Glitterbugs due on 19th August.  Car park gates being left open so area used by public.  It had been heard that School were leaving office/shed.
g) Delivery vehicles parking – SBCllr McCracken had drafted letter to go to various companies and pictures required to accompany it.
h) S.142 licence – to be submitted that week.
i) Revised Parish boundary – Link Magazine reported had contacted PC for comments for article in September issue; Cllr Jankinson had provided information.
j) Hills development – Cllr Compton reported that field had been cut and some materials delivered. 
k) Broadband – residents were experiencing problems with much reduced service in North Swindon. 
l) Village Hall leak – form submitted but no response from Thames Water.

m) Hunts Hill – SBC had confirmed this road had no weight limit.

n) Health care  – SBCllr Tomlinson had advised Cllr Jankinson that a meeting was being held to discuss needs of increasing number of residents.

           Cllrs discussed impact of side extension on street scene, and dropped kerb on traffic safety as near to

           OTHER PLANNING MATTERS

a)  Street naming – Newland Homes had requested ideas for road names or theme for site off Ermin Street.  Agreed to suggest Roman Gods in view of position off Ermin Street, a Roman road.

b)  SBC Planning pages information – it had been noted that refused planning applications for sites were not included as “related cases” when new applications submitted.
77.     FINANCE
           Cllr Ainscow proposed, all agreed to approve receipts 54 to 60 totaling £10,784.23 and payments 83 

           to 102 totaling £17,918.10.

78.     COMMITTEE REPORTS
a)  Village Hall – Chubb Fire inspection carried out and certificate issued; replacement CO2 extinguisher required at £93.50 – all agreed to order.  Adam Gough quoted £215 to carry out additional painting works to toilet walls – all agreed to accept.
b) Recreation Areas -  Play areas transfers from SBC: Hedley’s quote for legal costs received at £800 - £1,000 – Cllrs agreed to accept.  SBC’s advertising costs estimated at £300 - £400.  Cllrs agreed public notice could be posted on SBC and PC’s websites at fraction of cost.  The Clerk had chased up Stephen Taylor for response re failed play area surfaces.  Resident had commented on Standen Way site’s need for additional equipment.  Recreation Ground car park resurfacing completed to high standard by Asphalt Recycling UK Ltd and Clerk to write to Mark Gibbs with thanks.
c) Garden Club – Cllr Boyd reported that grant applications had been successful and other grants were being sought.  He had ordered top up gravel for front of Village Hall and planters would be in place that week.

d) Speed Watch – meeting held with Leanne Homewood, Police co-ordinator, two Highworth officers, and local volunteers.  All sites to be re-checked to satisfy Police insurers.  Metrocounts required to enable checks at Ermin Street and Turnpike Road locations and Clerk to contact SBC.
