
Minutes of the Third Ordinary meeting of the Parish Council held on Monday 6th June 2016 at 7.30pm at Blunsdon Village Hall.

22.  DECLARATIONS  OF  INTEREST
         None.
The meeting was taken into Recess when Martin Rye updated the Council on plans for garden at High Street/ Ermin Street corner; two seats to be incorporated, one on hardstanding; it was hoped to include path to dropped kerb to enable safer crossing to post box; plans to be circulated to PCllrs;  Cllr Jankinson advised appeal decision on development of adjacent field was awaited.   Mr Lovell mentioned reference in minutes to Pavilion – it was confirmed this was in Tadpole Garden Village; new Blunsdon FC chairman Rich Westlake introduced himself and stated his desire for one site for Club to be able to host all teams’ home games; Mr Tayler queried ongoing delays for construction of new Stadium.

23.  MINUTES  OF  THE SECOND  ORDINARY  MEETING
Proposed by Cllr Compton, seconded by Cllr Boyd, all agreed, that they be accepted as a true record.
24.  MATTERS  ARISING  FROM  THE  MINUTES

a) Webbs Lane, TGV – there was some confusion with site plans but it was understood this was not to be a through route; PC would support residents if necessary.
b) Recreation Ground – no comments from Blunsdon CC; whole Ground would be cut later that week, cost of £120.
c) Hillside Way – state of fencing was deteriorating.  Cllr Jankinson meeting with Rachael Adams, SBC case officer, on 16th June to discuss this and Hills site issues.
d) St Andrew’s Ridge developments – care home car park was blocked off; use of this by contractor vehicles would ease parking issues in the area.
e) Policing – Cllr Jankinson had met with PSs Lawrence Copeland (Highworth) and Penny Sprawson (North Swindon): parking problems were not a Police matter but SBC; PCSOs issue “take care where you park” stickers but these have no legal standing.  Cllr Compton advised Police matters would be discussed at WALC(SAC) meeting that week, also SBC officers’ difficulties in dealing witih barrister at recent planning appeal.
f)     Village Hall wifi – BT had installed line.

g)  Grants – Cllrs agreed to Queen’s Birthday celebration grants as follows:  Blunsdon WI £50, Nolan Close residents £50,  Blunsdon Street party £186.50.
h) Village Hall boiler room vents – check by Centraheat still awaited.
i)     Charles Church site – grass cutting not carried out.
j)     Thamesdown Drive crossing – SBC officer reluctant to change light timings; he had been invited to meet on site;  Cllr James suggested pedestrian bridge needed and Clerk to ask about criteria.
k)  Allotments - names on waiting list were being contacted, 6 confirmed so far;  Cllr Marasco added that there would be some on TGV released to non residents.
l)     Payment of wages – Cllrs agreed all wages could be paid by BACS, but listed for approval on monthly finance statement.

m)  Internal audit – completed by Mrs Liston; Cllrs agreed to send bouquet of flowers in appreciation. Only matter for attention was Santander total balances were slightly over protected balance.
n) Cemetery – new combination lock to be purchased.  A villager had seen same vehicle entering Cemetery to deposit waste on consecutive weekends.

o) Healthwatch CCG – Cllr Jankinson had applied on behalf of PC to attend meetings.

p) RCC – PAT completed; bypass being installed in boiler;  SBC Environmental Health dept had received diary sheet recording 6 “nuisance” incidents over three week period.

q) Dog bins – additional locations requested.
r)    Thamesdown Drive speeding – Police resources were limited but team of Special Constables could assist with speed checks; PS Copeland suggested fixed speed check warning signs helped to reduce speeding.

s)    Salzgitter Drive – speed tables needed repair.  It was suggested  developers in the area could contribute to costs.

t)    Public footpaths – due to be cut in July, only one cut per season now.

u) Recycling - Cllr Marasco had received email from Justin Tomlinson MP advising a second site was planned for the Borough; it was understood this was probably in Eastern Villages area.

v) Sams Lane street light – Cllr Keates reported this was still not working.

a) Policing – Cllr Jankinson had been advised there was an escalation of thefts from motor vehicles but 

these were mainly from unlocked cars.  A weekly surgery would be held at Isambard School.  Cllr Jankinson and SBCllr McCracken would be meeting with Isambard Head.

b) Transfer of Services – Cllr Jankinson reported that a meeting was being set up with some of the
