32.  DECLARATIONS  OF  INTEREST

33.  MINUTES  OF  THE THIRD ORDINARY  MEETING
Proposed by Cllr Compton, seconded by Cllr Boyd, all agreed, that they be accepted as a true record.

34.  MATTERS  ARISING  FROM  THE  MINUTES
a) Recreation Ground – no comments from Blunsdon CC; whole Ground would be cut later that week, cost of £120. Cut with collecting mower required. Junior football training on Saturdays. Cricket Club happy to use mower if in working order discussion about financial contribution to be had. Chair to discuss payment with BCC, Clerk to arrange users meeting of ground and contact SBC Rob Coor - about cut.
b) Hillside Way – state of fencing was deteriorating.  Cllr Jankinson meeting with Rachael Adams, SBC case officer, on 16th June to discuss this and Hills site issues. Actions with RA SBC
c) St Andrew’s Ridge developments – care home car park was blocked off; use of this by contractor vehicles would ease parking issues in the area. Signs erected in Co Op car park limiting parking to 3hours. Clerk to check with Janet Busby about permissions for signage.
d)  Village Hall boiler room vents – check by Centraheat still awaited. 
e) Charles Church site – grass cutting not carried out. Chair has written to Janet Busby
f)    Thamesdown Drive crossing – SBC officer reluctant to change light timings; he had been invited to meet on site;  Cllr James suggested pedestrian bridge needed and Clerk to ask about criteria. Clerk to arrange meeting re timings. Response re footbridge too costly and not enough room.
g) Allotments - names on waiting list were being contacted, 6 confirmed so far;  Cllr Marasco added that there would be some on TGV released to non residents. Bob West to be added to list.
h) Healthwatch CCG – Cllr Jankinson had applied on behalf of PC to attend meetings. Chair has been trained to assess tenders from prospective providers of adult social care. Meeting of PPI this week Cllr Compton to attend. 

i)    Salzgitter Drive – speed tables needed repair.  It was suggested  developers in the area could contribute to costs.  SBC Cllr McCracken is dealing, repairs with Highways Team who are to advise.
j)    Sams Lane street light – Cllr Keates reported this was still not working. Reported last week.

39.   COMMITTEE REPORTS
a) Wilts Association – Community Policing way forward still unclear. Cllr Compton has requested a list of Committee Members and Chairs.
Hospital and CQC attended meeting – car park going ahead, access from A419 to be given to Ambulances via rasing of barrier. SW Ambulance Service  struggling, understaffed and under resourced.

Planning – no funds to train officers in dealing with Barristers.

b) Redhouse Community Centre – Recruiting for 2 new posts at 15 hours each to provide caretaking duties.  Advert to be placed on Facebook. Indeed Recruitment are advertising the vacancy.

40.   PARISH  MATTERS

a) Cllrs Jankinson, Boyd and Herron to attend meeting on 22nd June re CGR. Subject of petition to be challenged and the timeliness of its submission. Evidence provided by PC in first round of consultation, to be resubmitted.
b) Cllr Boyd – Blunsdon House Hotel sign hanging off its post. Clerk to report. Signs for Blunsdon Street Party not been removed. Clerk to chase.
c) Cllr Compton – reported a break in at Widhill Lane, this took place on Tuesday 14th June. Culprits car caught on CCTV camera.
d) Cllr Jankinson – Metro Count conducted on Ermin Street in Sept 2015, the speeds were too high to meet criteria of CSW. Clerk to request traffic survey from highways.  Meeting with Rachael Adams on site at Hillside. RA confirmed that Highways England have granted access to Hills for footpath, RA to chase Highways England to confirm this to residents. RA will also look into a good will gesture of making good Widhill Lane, reporting fencing to Highways. A STOP notice has already been served in respect of the absence of adequate wheel washing facilities. RA confirmed that 185 trees were due to be replanted where existing hedges had been removed, she also confirmed that the Tree Officer had visited site and was happy with actions taken. IJ to meet with Drainage Engineer to better understand drainage mitigation. Recent rain shows still cause for concern in Widhill Lane. 
e) Clerk reported that the new gate at Warrener Close had been New taken. Gate required.
     
f) Cllr Ricketts reported that Frank Donachie, SBC, had informed him PC could cut back tree to rear of Dobson Close.  Clerk to request confirmation. Response received – a resident is entitled to cut back vegetation to their boundary, but is not allowed to remove anything.
