62.  DECLARATIONS  OF  INTEREST

The meeting was taken in to recess when concerns were raised about increased noise levels from A419. The Chair again confirmed that the PC had had assurance from SBC and the developers that the pile of soil was temporary and that the Environmental Health team at SBC should be contacted to investigate the noise levels. It was also confirmed that Highways England were responsible for the bund along A419 and that any decision to fill gaps in the bund would be theirs, but that the noise levels would need to be evidenced as an issue before any action was considered. Concerns were also raised about the current proposals for changes to bus routes. These changes are out for consultation and all views should be made known to SBC as part of the consultation process. The Chair confirmed that the PC would also be responding to the consultation and would do every it could to retain rural bus services.

a) Recreation Ground – user meeting held 14th July, this went well with no issues reported. The Chair went through the MUGA proposal which was well received. The PC agreed to support the proposal.
b) Hillside Way –  Closure of Hillside notified, drain to be installed. Concerns over access for residents, SBC have confirmed that access for residents will be maintained . Clerk to clarify with SBC how and when these arrangements will work.
c) St Andrew’s Ridge developments – parking congestion now eased.  Parking signs at CO-OP are national policy. Reatilers meeting required to address issues at rear of retail units. Cllr McCracken to approach developers re ownership of retial site. Cllrs Jankinson and Ricketts to meet with retailers.
d) Salzgitter Drive – speed tables needed repair.  Cllr McCracken advised that she has asked Lucy SBC to chase as it did not appear on the progrmme. Clerk to chase SBC
e)  Blunsdon Nursey – the new provider from September is Covingham Roundabout who have started set up following removal of previous providers equipment and surrender of keys.

Fly Tipping – SBC officer Rachel Ind gave a presentation on the work they do and confirmed they now have additional resources in the team. All incidents report to Rachel in particular any hotspots within the Parish.

CGR – round table discussion led by Kirsty Cole as where each Parish was with the feedback on Illustrative Maps.  Proposal to Cabinet on 17/8 followed by Scrutiny. Proposals out for consultation between end of Aug and end Sept 2016. Confirmed that any new parishes would be effective from May 17.

Libraries -  Library Strategy out for consultation, decision to be made in December. Proposals are for 4 main most used libraries to be retained. Patrick Weir leading. Stratton St Margaret's  Clerk, Tracy, suggested all the PCs may wish to share the costs of a mobile library service (might be OK for the financially bigger parishes but not sure how the small ones would be able to contribute); Patrick Weir to look at potential costs and any transitional sums that might be available; home delivery book service another option and he would contact Clerks with info.  I pointed out the trial Book Swap we had in Blunsdon Village last year was not well supported and ended after about a year, though many books were donated by villagers!

Planning  -  Wroughton  Neighbourhood Plan formally adopted last week.   South Marston awaiting inspector's decision on their NP.   SBC had prepared draft Brownfield Register, available on the website; SBC is a pilot for such registers.  SHLAA to be updated and "call for sites" soon; criteria/methodology for assessment of suggested sites being prepared and draft out for consultation shortly.  

Training session -   session on chairing meetings to be run by Stephen Taylor at Haydon Wick PC office;   6.30pm on Wednesday 8th August.  Names of attendees to Terry Powell asap.

g) School places and GP registration also an issue – new school provision form Sept 2017 onwards and funding bids in place for TGV surgery.
