84.  DECLARATIONS  OF  INTEREST

The meeting was taken in to recess when a question was asked about transfer of services to the   Parishes and the effect on Council Tax. Chair confirmed that SBC had not raised Ctax for last 5 years and that by 2020 all grass cutting, graffiti, hedge trimming, litter picking will be transferred to the Parishes. In respect of what and how services will transfer to BSA this cannot be resolved until the outcome of the CGR is known. Consultation is open until 30th September 2016 and the Cabinet will make a decision on 10th November 2016. The point was made that no advantages to SBC had been identified in respect of CGR proposals.
The proposed changes to the Bus services were discussed. The Chair confirmed that the consultation is still open. Cllr Herron will produce PC response which will include any resident comments received. The Chair confirmed that negotiations with Developers are ongoing in order to try and improve transport services and links in and around Blunsdon.
