135.  DECLARATIONS  OF  INTEREST
         None.

The meeting was taken into Recess when Andrew Plumridge the Agent for planning application at 4 Hidcot Court, addressed the PC in respect of their objection raised. He confirmed that the increase in floor area was about 65% and that both neighbours had not objected. Chair confirmed the application would be reconsidered later in the meeting.
Karen Phimister – Planning Policy Liaison SBC, introduced herself and her role. The PC were asked for the main issues they faced in respect of Planning. The main issues are lack of 5 year Housing Land Supply. KP advised that SBC have an appeal hearing in January and that David Dewart would meet with PC to discuss approach. An update on the Kingsdown Development was requested. Highways and Traffic issues caused by inaccurate or out of date data, what happened to results of the survey earlier this year? Access to the Planning Portal is hit an miss and the poor quality of some documentation leaves PC unable to make decisions. Large scale developments as parcels come forward for approval the overall context is difficult to assess. KP will take back to SBC the PC issues and come back to Clerk with response. KP enquired about any training needs, new Cllrs will need some training any other PCllrs to let Clerk know.

The Chair advised KP that the Neighbourhood Plan was currently stalled due to a lack of resource to progress. KP advised that the Local Plan was due for review next year and that she would contact PC at appropriate time.
Susannah White introduced herself as a prospective PCllr for TGV. The PC discussed Susannah being co- opted ( in her absence ) no objections made, SW duly co-opted. SW did not participate in meeting as appropriate declaration forms had not been signed. SW to collect these on Wednesday.
